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This is the story of Tiffany, a resident of Marah's Permanent Housing 

program, in her own words:  
  

"My journey does not start or end in Marah's. It is just a stepping stone 
from the place where I was to where I want to go. In ten years I see 

myself happy, healthy, either in school or already a very wealthy 
person. Maybe the wealthy (part) is far stretched...I at least want to be 

comfortable. 
  

 Well where I came from: Well, my ma's family is from Trinidad and 
Tobago, mostly Tobago. She came over when she was 11. I was born 
when she was 21 years old. I almost did not make it. The reasons still 
aren't clear on why, I just know I had to have a blood transfusion. I had 

two older sisters, they both died at birth. So there is a reason God 
saved me. My mother always tells me 'you have purpose, it is your 

destiny to do great things.' 
  

My parents fought all the time and when I was about 8 years old I 
came home from school to find my mom outside hiding under the 

stairwell with all our bags packed. We moved around quite a bit; first to 
a shelter...then to a house with my Mom's friend...Life has never been 

the same since then."

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Deborah's Place is honored to be chosen as one of the 47 out of 60 
organizations that will participate in the Donor's Forum CapaCity 
Chicago Program, which opens doors to learning opportunities for all 
interested staff members. 
  
Donors Forum, a City of Chicago DFSS designee, was awarded a 
grant by the Strengthening Communities Fund, which is administered 
through the U.S. Dept of Health and Human Services to fund CapaCity 
Chicago as a part of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act 
(ARRA).  The Strengthening Communities Fund was created to build 
the capacity of nonprofit organizations to address the broad economic 
recovery issues present in their communities.   
  
As a participant agency Deborah's Place will be offered free 
workshops and training (including trainigs on forming strategic 
alliances, volunteer management, and outcome evaluation); free web 
access to the CapaCity Chicago la;, peer-to-peer sharing and learning; 
a free organizational assessment and one-on-one technical assistance 
provided by Executive Service Corps; and ongoing information on 
ARRA-funded opportunities. Trainings begin in June 2010 and will go 
through 2011. 
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We are thrilled to participate in such an extensive and high-level 
training program and to strengthen our capacity and effectiveness in 
serving women who are currently and formerly homeless.
